5.  Acquired funds through United Way donations during Greater Cleveland Combined Federal 
Campaign. 
 
6.  Conducted invasive plant pulls through WCAS’s Weeders in the Wild program. 
 
7.  Provided Audubon Adventures materials to schools. 
 
8.  Began Rocky River IBA monitoring. 
 
9.  Continued Audubon at Home involvement through completion of pocket-size cards on 
invasive and native plants to give to WCAS members and the public. 
 
10.  Supported COAC by sending delegate to annual retreat and spring meeting. 
 
11.  Three WCAS members participated in Science Olympiad at Cleveland State University. 
 



SUMMARY OF WCAS WORK PLAN FOR 2006-2007 
 
1.  We will continue to offer monthly programs and field trips to WCAS members and the 
public.  Several field trips will be held jointly with other Audubon chapters. 
 
2.  We will continue to use the WCAS website too attract the public to chapter activities. 
 
3.  We will continue to publish quarterly newsletters as a service to WCAS Chapter Supporters. 
 
4.  We will continue to increase membership through inclusion of members and guests at chapter 
functions. 
 
5.  We will continue to seek funds through United Way donations during Greater Cleveland 
Combined Federal Campaign. 
 
6.  We will continue to conduct invasive plant pulls through WCAS’s Weeders in the Wild 
program. 
 
7.  We will continue to provide Audubon Adventures materials to schools. 
 
8.  We will expand Rocky River IBA monitoring by increasing the number of points and broaden 
our range of habitat covered to wetlands. 
 
9.  We will continue to support COAC by sending a delegate to the annual meetings.
